1. The Post 
1.1 The Cleaner is appointed by the Caretaker, and is a member of the Premises Team, which includes the Maintenance Staff, charged with the cleaning, upkeep, maintenance and repair of the College’s estate, and meeting the day-to-day requirements of the College’s programme.

2. Accountability

2.1 The Cleaner is accountable to the Caretaker for the satisfactory performance of his/her duties on a day-to-day basis.

3. Hours and Conditions of Employment

3.1 The hours for this post are: Monday to Friday 15 hours per week. throughout the year.
